7) Official game rules will be addressed at the beginning of each game. The umpire will have final say in
all matters during play.

8) Students are more than welcome to wear their school uniforms, but may change into appropriate “play
clothes” if desired. Teams will not be assigned specific colors or uniforms.

9) All games will take place in the OSLS parking lot.

10) All players must have a ride home after their games or they will be checked into daycare.

11) EVERYONE (K-8) is invited and encouraged to play. It’s more fun with more kids!
